Jerry Fairchild - FWD Hall of Fame

This year's inductee has been a society member for 55 years. He
started singing barbershop in his college fraternity quartet at ASU
- the Four Phi Sigs. Well, now he knows who he is, so he can get
prepared to come on up stage when I announce his name.

He joined the society in the Fontana chapter and was soon in a
quartet called the Chord Steelers. Not long after that he started
singing tenor with the Sidewinders, who represented the FWD
in international competition in 1962 (5th place medalists), in
1963 (3rd place), and 1964, when they won the international
championship. By now, I'm guessing most of you know who
I'm talking about, unless you're relatively new in the FWD.

In 1959 he joined what became the Riverside Citrus Belters
Chorus where he directed them to three FWD chorus champi-
onships. Under his direction in the international chorus contests,
they placed 5th twice and 6th once. For 10 years he also directed
a Sweet Adeline chorus in Redlands called the Citrus Blossoms.

In the 1970s he sang with the popular show quartet RSVP,
appearing on many FWD and out-of-district shows. In recent
years he sang in an FWD champion senior quartet "4 Old
Times Sake" and represented us at International.

This man was instrumental in starting the gospel quartet "Good
News" which presented gospel sings at 14 international con-
ventions (1986-2000) and published 7 folios of Gospel barber-
shop arrangements with accompanying learning tapes.

So he was a great quartet singer and chorus director - but what
else did he do for the FWD? Well, he has personally coached
quartets and choruses throughout his barbershop career. In an
administrative role, he served the district board (2005-2008) as
Chairman of Music and Performance. In this role he organized
and ran Harmony College West each summer, and other semi-
nars for quartet and chorus director development. After the
passing of our beloved Lloyd Steinkamp (also a member of the
HOF), this man continued Lloyd's "Standing Ovation" program.

HOW TO IMPROVE WITHOUT
REALLY TRYING

As a member of the Far Western District Board, I am con-
stantly thinking about how our barbershop experience
might be improved. We love our hobby, but it can always
be better. We could be having more fun, we could be
attracting more members, putting on bigger shows, singing
better and ... well, I’m sure you have your own thoughts,
too. But don’t take any notice of the title of this article.
That was just an enticement. You're not likely to succeed
at anything without really trying. Nothing just happens.

But who is responsible for making changes or improve-
ments? Is it your Chapter leadership? Is it the District
Board? The Society Board? Or ... is it you? Hmm. It’s
probably all of the above because we’re a team. We all
want the same things. The question is how can we work
as a team to achieve our goals?

One of the things I’ve always enjoyed is listening to peo-
ples’ ideas. The more people talk, the more they’re likely
to come up with stuff. Stuff that can help improve things.
But when was the last time your chapter had a meeting just
to chat? I would think that meeting at least once a year
just to discuss how things are going and trying to elicit
ideas from the membership might be a good thing. You
could call it a town hall meeting or a brainstorming ses-
sion or a state of the chapter discussion. However you
describe it, it could be an event that accomplishes a great
deal. You should try it some time. You’d be amazed what
might come out of it.

There’s another way to come up with ideas and plans, too.
It also involves guys meeting one another, but this time in
smaller groups. How about groups meeting once a month,
or once a quarter, for dinner before rehearsal. Chat about
things. Come up with ideas — membership recruitment,
show content, how to get more gigs, whatever. And don’t
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assume it’s only chapter leaders who can come up with
stuff. If properly encouraged, every man in the chapter
could be a hero. The key word is “encourage”. Ever hear
the expression "well nobody ever asked me before”? How
sad is that. In every chorus there is untapped energy and
knowledge that could be put to good use. You should try
that, too.

So I guess my message is to ask you to start talking.
Involve as many men as you can. Hear what people have
to say and then put the good stuff to work. You and your
chapter are sure to benefit. And your chapter will grow, not
only in numbers, but musically and funwise (is there such
a word? Who cares. You get the idea). Let me know if
you have any success with these ideas. I know they work.

HOWARD MESECHER 1922-2008

Born in Davenport, Iowa in 1922. Played French Horn in his
High School concert and marching band and later played in the
military band.

Howard attended Kutztown State Teachers College in 1943-44
while in the U.S. Army Air Force. He then went overseas in
the Infantry as a Sergeant and fought in the "Battle of the
Bulge". After getting out of the hospital and a short time in
the U.S. Government Sector of Berlin, he attended the
Shrivenham American University in England where he also
played the French Horn in the orchestra.

Howard joined the Society in 1952 and soon became a Chorus
Director. His chorus sang in the Atlanta & New Orleans Int'l
Chorus Contests. As a Voice Expression Judge and later an
Interpretation Judge, he was elected to the CSD Hall of Fame.
He served as Int'l C& J Chairman in 1967 thru 1971 during
which time the Voice Expression category was revised to the
Interpretation category. Howard was also Eastern lowa VP
from 1970-72. While serving as the director of the Davenport
Chordbuster Chorus he sang in three quartets, the ViCounts,
The Hub-Bubs and the Sounds of Music.

Howard and Ethel moved to Fresno, California in 1972 where
he directed the chorus from 1972 to 1978, was FWD VP 1976-
79 and was Fresno Chapter President 1986-87. He was sought
after as a coach, even traveling as far as Australia & New
Zealand as a Judge and Coach.

Mesecher served as FWD Cé& J Chairman from 1984 to 1987,
was co-founder of the Chorus Directors Guild, was the first
chairman of the FWD Senior Quartet Contest, is an Int'l Judge
Emeritus, was an Area Counselor, and was elected to the FWD
Hall of Fame for the year 1987.

Howard moved from Fresno to Cherry Valley, CA in 1990,
where he was instrumental in forming the Hemet Harmonizers
Chapter. He was active as their Director, Script Writer,
Arranger and Board Member until the time of his death.

Howard and Ethel had six children: Shirley, Theresa, Rosalie,
Thomas, Donald and Jacquelyn. Shirley, Theresa and Rosalie
precede him in death. He is survived by his wife and other
three children. Howard and Ethel celebrated their 66th wed-
ding anniversary in November shortly before his death on
December 3, 2008.

JIM McKEE 1929 - 2009

Born on May 1, 1929 in Seattle, Washington. At the age of 13
the family moved to Santa Ana, CA. His family were mem-
bers of the Salvation Army church. Jim had the ability to play
almost every brass instrument in the band, as well as several
woodwind instruments in the symphony orchestra. Jim attend-
ed college in Long Beach and sang with a gospel quartet “The
Harmonaires” . He and Marilyn Waldron married in 1949 and
they had four children, Michael [died in infancy], Steve,
Sherryl, and Brad.

Jim was one of the original Directors of the Crystal Cathedral
Choir in Anaheim, directed the Long Beach Sweet Adeline
Chorus, and was instrumental in forming the Southern
California Novice Quartet Contest. He was very active with
the Riverside Citrus Belters as a Director, singer, arranger dur-
ing the late 70’s and early 80’s. Jim was instrumental in form-
ing and directing the Redlands Chapter.

Active for many years in the Society’s Contest and Judging
Program. Jim was on the committee for changing the Sound
category to the Singing category.

Jim and Marilyn went their separate ways and in 1976 he mar-
ried Ruth McCormick who had four children; Patti, Robin,
Donna, and Alec. He actively participated in the raising of all
seven children from managing baseball, working with the
Redlands Band Boosters, even escorting son Alec to China for
a band competition. He had the opportunity to sing with his
son Steve in the Citrus Belters, and with his son-in-law Ron
Criswell and grandson Kevin in “Short Stuff and Company”
quartet. Jim and Ruth sang together in a mixed octet called
“The Marriage Go Round”.

Jim was well known for his singing for 10 years with the very
popular quartet the “ RSVP”, consisting of Bruce Maxey, Jim,
Bob Henshaw, and Jerry Fairchild. The “RSVP” sang with
Meredith Wilson, author and composer of the “Music Man” in
Riverside; sang at the Don Ho restaurant in Honolulu; sang in
Anchorage, Alaska, and many other out of the area shows.
During his 62 years as a Society member, Jim arranged over
100 songs which he gave away (not a dime in compensation)
to anyone that wanted one. Jim was elected to the FWD Hall
of Fame for the year 1989.

In 2001 the “ For Old Times Sake” quartet consisting of Ron
Criswell, Jim, Bruce Maxey, and Jerry Fairchild won the
Senior Quartet contest. Jim was one of the finest “woodshed-
ders” around, and could sing all four parts to any song, (and
tell you where YOUR note should be).

Wanted: Singing Grandpas

One thing we’ve learned over the years is that grade school
kids love barbershop. They identify with the joy of mak-
ing music, and that joy can last a lifetime.

While much of our youth outreach activity is focused at the
high school level, where voices have changed and we can
teach parts, the planting of the seeds of singing starts much
earlier—and you don’t have to sing like OC Times to make
a lasting impression. The kids appreciate fun music being
presented by men of the same ages as their fathers and
grandfathers. The teachers appreciate the lesson that
singing is an activity that can be enjoyed over a lifetime.
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And thinking long term, it never hurts to spread the gospel
of harmony in our communities.

I’ll bet there’s at least one quartet in every chapter made up
of retired guys who can do daytime gigs, and who could
have a ball visiting grade schools as “Singing Grandpas.”

Several years ago when Bill Rashleigh was on the Society
staff, he put together a “Seniors Quartet Elementary
School Package” which includes pointers for success, a
song list, even a script that can be followed. The
approach basically is to be light-hearted and fun. Song
suggestions include such numbers as Bill Grogan’s Goat,
Coney Island Baby, and Please Mr. Columbus, Turn the
Ship Around. There can be singalong songs such as I've
Been Working On The Railroad, and Row, Row Row Your
Boat as a round. Most quartets have uptunes in their
repertoire that would fit. The Society’s Introduction to
Barbershop Singing for Youth songbook can be an excel-
lent source if the students are at the middle-school level,
ready for one- and two-part harmonies.

Anyone who’s delivered a Singing Valentine to a grade
school teacher knows how thrilled and enraptured the kids
are. They aren’t growing up singing in the car, or around
the family piano, like many of us did—so the happy sur-
prise reaction is all the more intense.

I’ll be happy to send a copy of the Rashleigh guide to any-
one interested in promoting a singing grandpas quartet.

HIGH SCHOOL QUARTET CONTEST

The 19th Annual Far Western District High School Quartet
Contest (HSQC) was a wonderful event at this year’s Side
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By Side Joint Spring Convention of the Far Western and
Rocky Mountain Districts in Las Vegas March 21, 2009.
Five inspiring quartets from across the district competed.
The winning quartet was the Timbre-Rings from Westview
High School in San Diego, sponsored by the La Jolla chap-
ter. They are Peter Yoon (Bass), Mark Suennen (Bari),
Jacob Haren (Lead) and Cameron Sczempka (Tenor).

This impressive quartet was provided with music to I Got
Rhythm in early December 2008. Based on YouTube
videos of the 1999 International Barbershop Quartet cham-
pions, FRED, performing this song, they crafted their own
choreography and performed it on their school's Romance
Concert in late January, where the Ringmasters also per-
formed. Their blend was resounding and the San Diego
County Youth In Harmony coordinator, Paul Girard, was
astounded and encouraged them to enter the HSQC. In six
weeks, they learned a second song, Love Me And The
World Is Mine. They were coached by Mike Lawton, the
baritone of Revival, the 1998 International Barbershop
Quartet champions, to refine the whole package. Their
tonality, blend and just plain in-tune singing put them head-
and-shoulders above the competition. They were rewarded
$500 for their school music program and received the
FWD HSQC trophy.

Voices in Harmony

The Voices in Harmony chorus as an organization and chorus is
in its adolescence compared to many chapters and chorus
throughout the Far Western District.

Starting in 2005 there was a yearning in two San Francisco bay
area barbershop choruses to revitalize their chapters and strive
for a more fulfilling chorus experience. There were several joint
discussions between the San Jose Garden City Chorus and the
Bay Area Metro Pot of Gold Chorus to explore the possibility of
combining choruses. The desire was to breathe new life into the
musical experience of active and inactive chorus members, to
increase the visibility of barbershop harmony in the bay area
and to develop and master new skills that would, at the same
time reward audiences and performers alike.

As in many circumstances of life, timing was everything. At the
same time the joint chapter discussions were going on, Dr. Greg
Lyne was looking for refuge from Kenosha’s cold.

In the winter of 2005 Dr. Lyne was invited to California to direct
a combined San Jose and Bay Area Metro chorus Christmas pro-
gram in Livermore, CA. As we sang in that first “rehearsal” it
was apparent to most everyone, that if Dr. Lyne decided to move
to Northern California, we had much to learn and change to be
able to make music in the “Lyne” fashion.

The chapters were combined, Voices in Harmony (VIH) was
formed and Dr. Lyne did come to Northern California and
agreed to direct this chorus. The first rehearsals were in January
2006 and by spring the chorus qualified to compete in San Jose
at the district contest and finished second behind Westminster.
VIH score in the district contest garnered an invitation to com-
pete in the International Chorus contest in Denver, CO in the
summer of 2007. Not yet two years old, the chorus placed 6th
and came home to learn and improve.

The following fall of 2008 in Phoenix, VIH was able to become
chorus champions of the FWD. The International chorus con

test in Nashville was remarkable, for this still fledgling group,
and despite fireworks (literally) during the ballad presentation
VIH received the third place bronze medal for the contest per-
formance. What a thrill.... Probably the first time that two of
the first three places at an International chorus contest came
from the same district. There is a statement about other pursuits
in life that may apply here...”it will not be easy, but it will be
worth it”. Dr. Lyne demands of each chorus member, that which
he believes you have the capacity to give, most often that level
requires serious effort to obtain.

There are many, many who have led, directed, pulled, cajoled
and otherwise encouraged the efforts of VIH, not the least of
these are the administrative team members who have at the
ready any and every administrative tool to be applied in the sit-
uations at hand.

It has been a delight to sing Clay Hine arrangements and to have
those arrangements molded in the hands of Dr. Lyne. In addi-
tion, to have Cindy Hansen choreography augment and magni-
fy the vocal performance.

There have also been other coaches from outside of the chorus
who have blessed VIH with their knowledge and talent. Among
those coaches were Jeff Baker, Brett Littlefield, Rik Johnson,
and Allan Gordon.

VIH is looking forward to the International convention in
Anaheim in July and is working hard to represent the FWD
befitting of FWD pride and talent.

This past year as FWD chorus champions has been extremely
rewarding, both in front of audiences large and small, young and
old; and in the concentration and effort necessary during “ordi-
nary” rehearsals. To feel the raw emotion generated by embrac-
ing a tender ballad as interpreted by Dr. Lyne’s talented hands
makes the “hard” work very rewarding.

Perhaps harmony is more than a description of sympathetic

pitches but also uniting of voices and hearts..... Thanks for the

Masters of Harmony

Spring is a season for new growth, new possibilities and
new opportunities, and indeed, it has brought all of those
to the Masters of Harmony family.

On January 31, the Masters performed their Nashville
contest set at the 2009 International Midwinter
Convention in Pasadena’s historic Civic Auditorium. OC
Times and the Masters were the final performers at the
convention and the large audience that stayed late into
Saturday night showered the performances of both reign-
ing champions with enthusiastic, sustained applause.

On February 21, the Masters once again provided logisti-
cal and coaching support for the 9th Annual Young
Men’s Harmony Festival, held on the campus of Orange
Coast College. This all-day clinic helps support choral
music education in local schools. Over 200 young men
ranging in age from 14 to 18, representing 24 schools
located in five Southern California counties, took part in
this unique festival. Four schools were attending for the
first time an indication that word is spreading about how
much fun this event is. Ken Potter, Justin Miller and
Alan Gordon joined Mark Freedkin as clinicians and
directors during the daylong events. That evening, the
attendees got a chance to put what they learned on dis-
play by themselves, witness performances by four high
school quartets, OC Times, The Crush, and Masterpiece,
then join the Masters on stage for the concert finale.
Feedback from the students, parents, and teachers
involved in the festival has been overwhelmingly posi-
tive. Much of the success of this festival is due to the
many hours of tireless effort put in by Mark Freedkin
during the year to promote and organize the festival, now
a model for similar programs throughout the country. In
the nine years of this event, just over 1,900 students from
97 different schools have participated in one or more of
the festivals. Some of the chords rung in the classrooms

and halls of Orange Coast College on festival days will
undoubtedly inspire some of these young men to seek
opportunities to ring more chords at barbershop chapters
around the country. Indeed, some of them will have
found a hobby they can share with family and friends for
the rest of their lives.

On March 28, the Masters assembled at the Citrus
College recording studio for a recording session designed
to add the final songs for a CD to be released at the 2009
International Convention in Anaheim. In the sound
booth were Glen Glancy and Bill Lightner of Omni
Recording, who have recorded all of the Masters CDs,
and who are to music recording what Erin Howden is to
choreography. Fortunately, the often-grueling recording
sessions went so well that no Sunday session was neces-
sary, much to the relief of all in attendance!

On April 27, twenty-three Masters men met at a
Westminster bowling alley for an evening of fun, fellow-
ship and pizza, away from the rigors of Wednesday
evenings on the risers. Kudos go to Scott Hansen for
organizing and promoting the event, and to Glenn
Hennessy, who had the evening’s top score. Some of the
participants were bowling for the first time and others
struggled to recover long unused bowling muscle memo-
ry. While strikes and spares were in short supply, there
was an ample supply of enthusiastic high fives when
they occurred and for other efforts deemed worthy.

Since the last report, Rob Campbell, Johnathan
Littlefield, Kevin Price and Josh Szolomayer have
become members of the Masters of Harmony.

Chair FWD Nominating Committee

Gentlemen: It is that time of year when the
Nominating Committee has to do it’s most serious
work. We need to submit to the Board of Directors,
and then the House of Delegates, a slate of officers to
lead the best and most important district in the bar-
bershop Harmony Society. We are open to and, in fact
encourage your input. We have not yet started our list
for this year’s elections, although we have a number
of wonderful men in mind with whom we’ve already
communicated. Please, send us your suggestions as
they could very well fit into future plans if not our
immediate ones.

In addition, we are attempting to build a data base of
individuals who are capable and interested in serving
as leader, assistant or helper in any of our functional
committees, e.g. CSLT, Marketing, Member
Services, etc. Come on aboard, it can be fun and sat-
isfying and a way to pay back this wonderful hobby
for all it’s done for you.

Over the winter, some of the Past District Presidents
met to review and discuss the surveys and comments
accumulated by Keith Eckhardt after last Fall’s
District Convention. Thank you so much to all of you
who participated in the surveys. We submitted a
report to the FWD BOD in Las Vegas and consider-
able action is being taken as a result. I need to go a bit
further in discussing two particular areas of member
and administrative concern.

First, the dissatisfaction with facilities can only be
corrected by the membership. Strong statement, but
how does our Events Team know where to book a
convention? We need chapters to step up and bid to
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host a convention and do it far enough in advance all
details can be worked out.

Second, there seems to be a feeling of entitlement
among some members that hospitality rooms are to
be run for them by someone else and a schedule
should be published. Many years ago hospitality
rooms began as places for chapters to retire among
themselves, relax and sing after the rigors of compe-
tition. The refreshments were minimal and often
brought in by individuals and a “kitty” was usually in
evidence. The hotels made some meeting rooms
available, depending on the contract. The rooms were
not closed, but it was pretty much understood you
went to your chapter’s room. The quartets made the
rounds and auditioned for chapter shows. The only
chapter I’'m aware of that has continued this practice
is Reno. Your District President is provided with a
suite so he can host the BOD and other leaders after
their meetings. He also uses the suite for small meet-
ings during the weekend. This suite is always provid-
ed as part of the convention contract with the hotel
and any refreshments available are paid for personal-
ly by the District President. The quartets always
come by as a traditional salute to the administration.

Years ago, the first time I went to the President’s
room, it was by invitation.

Please, FWD Chapters, get back on the hospitality
train. The room doesn’t need to be huge or fancy and
the refreshment doesn’t have to be extensive. You’ll
have a great time and the quartets will love you for it.
Post your own sign on the bulletin board you’ll be
seeing in the registration area. Just think, maybe we
won’t have one hallway jammed with people trying
to sing or get into someone else’s hospitality room.
You’ll have private performances in your own hospi-
tality room by some of the best quartets in the world.
See you in Sacramento!

The Spring, 2009 ,BQPA Quartet Festival is history. It was
a rousing success with 150 attendees in total. Arrivals of
the early birds began on Wednesday, April 1, with about
a dozen singers. The Grace Inn Resort, in Phoenix AZ,
where the Festival was held served our activities well.
There was scheduled golfing on both Thursday and Friday
morning which was enjoyed by several, with singing on
every tee.

By Thursday evening the place was ringing with chords. I
would guess about 50 singers were sharing fellowship and
gathering in fours. By Friday afternoon the singing room
and lobby area was awash in singers sharing friendship
and engaging in quarteting.

The draw for the Friday evening contest was made around
3:00 PM and those participating were scampering around
trying to find their quartet members and get in a bit of
practice before the schedule contest at 7:00 PM. The con-
test was made up of 72 singers in 18 competing quartets.
a judging staff of 4 people had been assembled (Joe Salz,
Terry Aramian, Jack Martin and Joe's wife served as the
chairman of judges) with some brief judging criteria and
the best performing quartet, won the contest. The enter-
tainment was really good, especially the quartet Gerry
Carroll sang in. Gerry was a riot!

Our performance venue was a very large poolside
canopy/tent with an excellent sound system provided by
the Paradise Valley, AZ chapter and operated by member
Stu Willcox. The audience was at full capacity and there
were 18 pick-up quartets that performed in the contest,
while the Arizona mini-tornado winds tested the canopy's
framework. There were times when we wondered if the
canopy was going to survive. In spite of all the wind and
noise, we did end up with a champion quartet.

This fun filled event was capped by an appearance of the
2009 Senior Quartet Champions, "Audacity." They capti-
vated the audience with their performance. They again
performed a limited number of songs at the afterglow in
the Lobby of the Hotel. A bit later Later many of us
enjoyed the presence of Teddy Bradshaw, Paul Graham
(of the Western Continentals) John Erickson, (of Chords
Unlimited fame) and the gentle giant, Bill Meyers who
sang with the "Citations" quartet and later won gold with
"Revival!" There were other earlier SPEBSQSA quartet
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members in attendance, but their names escape me. [ have
a good memory, but it is short!

Saturday morning found about 75 folks attending the
semi-annual general meeting of BQPA members. Every
one expressed their satisfaction with the new BQPA logo
lapel pin that had been developed and provided by Board
of Directors. (thanks Jim Gallagher) The pin is about an
inch and a half tall, and three quartets inch wide in the
image of the BQPA Logo.

Several other
forward looking programs were discussed for the future.

By Saturday afternoon the singing room, which was the
hotel bar and lounge, was filled with wall to wall singers
and other supporters of the BQPA. (The lounge was quite
large and accommodating)

Saturday evening was enjoyed by all with a planned,
parade of quartets, show. Paul Ludwig, from the Tuscon
area put together a splendid presentation of 8 organized
quartets from the surrounding area. They come form
Tuscon, Las Vegas, Southern California and various com-
munities in the Phoenix area. One of the quartets, [ believe
their name was the "OK Corral" was dressed in western
attire, playing guitars and singing authentic western
music. It was a refreshing change-up form the traditional
Barbershop music we all love. The final quartet perform-
ing was "Oasis" who had done quite well in the recent
FWD/RMD BHS prelims. Their great singing will linger
in my memory for some time. The Arizona winds of
Friday night had subsided which added a welcome flair to
the festivities.

The remainder of the evening was enjoyed by all attendees
and guests, hanging out in the hotel bar and lounge
(singing room) engaging in all kinds of quarteting and
bonding of friendships . Besides the various singing activ-
ities, the colorful dress of the quartets provided a pleasant
visual atmosphere. There was such a crowd that the quar-
teting activities spilled over into the hotel lobby and sur-
rounding hallways and corners, somewhat reminiscent of
the lobbies of the headquarters hotel of earlier SPEB-

I might add that the BQPA has experienced a substantial
growth in membership since our September, 2008 gather-
ing in Chicago.
